· No jewellery is to be worn during lessons and mobile phones must be turned off - (if a mobile rings in the middle of a lesson IT WILL BE CONFISCATED until the end of the day)

· With immediate effect no unattended bags etc can be left in the studios / rooms. Please note it is the student’s responsibility to look after their bags and clothing at all times therefore, when students do not have classes their bags must be removed from the studio / hall. The school WILL NOT accept responsibility for the loss of any personal belongings on any of the School sites. 

· We are trying as much as possible to make ourselves more environmentally friendly by making us a paperless information school. Please note that all our newsletters, timetables, uniform forms, code of conduct etc.. will now be available on our updated website (www.scott-wiseman.org.uk) 
·  There has been a spate of returned and stopped cheques within the School which we have had to take the brunt of the increasing bank cheque charges. So with immediate effect any returned cheques will incur a charge of £25.00 to cover the bank charges and we will not accept any future cheques from you. 
· Our timetable follows the Lewisham schools term dates and thus all holidays including half terms, the whole School will be closed. Note ALL unattended lessons MUST be paid for, any fees more than 2 weeks in arrears will be contacted and classes ceased until the fees are brought up to date. 
· During the last year we have been working on a new Registration process which covers all our safety regulations, it is currently in its final stages and we will need all new and existing parents to complete the new documentation. On your next visit to the Ackroyd please could you advise on your preferred method of communication (text, email, in school collection) so that we may update our records accordingly.
